2.1.1.  SYSTEMATIC

Coastal aerial surveys in the coast of Chubut Province (Northern and central Patagonia) (CENPAT).

Southern right whale surveys at Península Valdés (CENPAT).

Sightings distribution of dusky dolphin groups from tourism boats at Golfo Nuevo (Northern Patagonia) (CENPAT).

Sightings distribution of Commerson’s dolphin from tourism boats at Bahía Engaño (Northern Patagonia) (CENPAT).

Sightings from clifftops of Commerson’s dolphin at Chubut River mouth area and theodolite tracking (CENPAT).

Sightings distribution of Peale´s dolphin groups at Bahía Camarones (Central Patagonia) (CENPAT).

Survey of distribution and abundance of small cetaceans in coastal waters of southern Santa Cruz and Tierra del Fuego (CADIC-CENPAT). As part of an undergoing study of the interaction between gillnet fisheries and cetaceans, an aerial survey was carried out in february 2001 to assess abundance of coastal dolphins, mainly Commerson’s dolphins, in the coastal waters of southern Santa Cruz and Tierra del Fuego.

Commerson´s dolphins reaction to vessel traffic. The main objective is to evaluate the potential impact of nautical activity on the resident population of Cephalorynchus commersonii of  San Julián Bay, Patagonia- Argentina. Two annual campaigns were held during 2000. The behavioral data are taken from a land based and from a vessel (M. A. Iñíguez, Fundación Cethus).

Study of Peale´s Dolphin at La Mina , Santa Cruz. The objectives of this study are to identify movements, group composition and behaviours of Peale´s dolphin at the study area, to detect if there exists patterns of habitat selection and to identify individuals and to make a long-term systematic follow of their movements along the study area. Field work consists of shore observation.  (M. A. Iñíguez, Fundación Cethus).

Right Whale Program of the WhaleConservation Institute/Instituto de Conservacion de Ballenas. The main objective is to study  the whale's distribution, the population's size and growth rate through annual photographic aerial surveys of the right whale population at Peninsula Valdes. 

Studies on the franciscana at Bahía Anegada, Buenos Aires.  The study is carried out since 1992. The methods used are direct observations of the dolphins following Focal sampling method from fixed points on land and from sailboat and inflatable boat (P. Bordino).

Sightings records from fishing vessels through projects developed from Marine Mammal Laboratory (CENPAT).

Information gathered from the fisheries observers program, coordinated by the Instituto Nacional de Investigación y Desarrollo Pesquero (INIDEP).

Data on killer whale sightings were obtained during november 2000 through observations carried out at Peninsula Valdés (M. Iñíguez, Fundación Cethus).

Observations of southern right whales along the coast of province of  Santa Cruz. A sighting and stranding network on this species was created to obtain information. The project began in 1998. Data on date, time, number of individuals, sea conditions, behaviour and observer are collected (M. A. Iñíguez, Fundación Cethus).

2.2 Analyses / Development of techniques

Aerial surveys and total counts are being used to estimate abundance and seasonal changes in distribution as well as group composition of southern right whales. Modelling is in progress in order to estimate the total circulation of individuals (CENPAT).

Aerial surveys are being used in density / abundance estimations by means of distance sampling methods for dusky dolphins, Commerson’s dolphins, Peale´s dolphins and common dolphins (CENPAT-CADIC).

Habitat use and seasonal local abundance are being evaluated from data gathered onboard tourism boats for dusky and Commerson’s dolphins (CENPAT).

Immersion times of Commerson’s dolphin in Bahía San Julian This work is been held in Bahía San Julián, Prov. of Santa Cruz. The overall aim is to analyze the immersion activity of Commerson’s dolphin’s population. Observations were made from New Pier, using Scan-sampling to study behavior and individual follow to record immersion time. ANOVA was used to compared categories, patterns of behavior and presence-absence of vessels. Sperman Rank correlation was employed to identify possible relations between variables.

Study of Peale´s Dolphin at La Mina , Santa Cruz. Data analysis is intended to show the proportion of time sighted related to sampling effort, behaviors most commonly sighted and use of habitat in the study area (M. A. Iñíguez, Fundación Cethus).

Studies on the franciscana at Bahía Anegada, Buenos Aires.  Information on number of dolphins per group, presence of calves, behavior, location, dive and surface time, tide and weather conditions are logged. Strip and line transect methods are used to evaluate density of the species in the area (P. Bordino).

4.4. Analyses / development of techniques

Samples of dusky dolphins for genetic studies are being analysed at the Free University of Brussels, Belgium, by Dr. Michel C. Milinkovitch and Dr. Koen van Waerebeek in order to study differences between stocks of southern Atlantic and others (E.A. Crespo, CENPAT).

Blood samples are being analysed by Dra. Marie Françoise van Bressem (CEPEC, Peru) in order to investigate presence of morbilliviruses (**See van Bressem et al, 2001) (E.A. Crespo, CENPAT).

A study comparing DNA from the four species of the genus Cephalorhynchus  includes cooperation from AMMA Project, providing samples for a study by Franz Pichler of New Zealand (RNP Goodall, AMMA Project).

Biological studies:  age determination, parasites, diet analysis, reproduction and diseases of Bottlenose dolphins from Peninsula Valdés, Gray’s beaked whale from Golfo San Matías and Fraser’s dolphins from Península Valdés (E.A. Crespo, CENPAT).

Age determination and diet of Commerson’s dolphins captured in gillnets in Tierra del Fuego (A. Schiavini, CADIC).

A reproductive study is being carried out in a sample of testes from 121 males franciscanas incidentally caught in coastal gillnets or found beached in the northern coast of Rio Grande do Sul, Brasil in the period from 1992 to 1998 (A. Pérez Carrera,, Fundación Cethus).
