3.1 Field work

3.1.1 Natural marking data

Analyses of photo-identification data collected 1999 – 2001 of Indo-Pacific bottlenose dolphins and humpback dolphins in Menai Bay, Zanzibar, Tanzania.  Preliminary analyses indicate that about 150 bottlenose and 50 humpback dolphins form resident populations in Menai Bay.  Contact person Eva Stensland. (SU).

4. Tissue/biological samples collected

Swedish legislation demand that harbour porpoises bycaught or found stranded in the Baltic Sea should be retrieved and submitted to the Swedish Museum of Natural History in Stockholm whegreas porpoises from other areas only need to be reported.  Although some porpoises from the Skagerrak and Kattegat Seas and Öresund are submitted to the Natural History Museum in Göteborg on a voluntary basis.

Bycaught and stranded cetaceans around Zanzibar, Tanzania have been collected by the Institute of Marine Sciences (IMS).  This work is part of a bigger collaborative project between Stockholm University and IMS and funded through the Swedish International Development Agency (Sida).  The project was initiated in 1998 and is aimed at assessing the status of marine mammals in Zanzibar and Tanzania.
